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Doshisha University is one of Japan’s top private universi-
ties, with a long history and rich tradition. Founded in
Kyoto as Doshisha Academy in 1875, the university will
celebrate its 150th anniversary in 2025. Kyoto was Japan’s
capital for over a thousand years and is known for its
culture of innovation and sustainability. Doshisha Universi-
ty’ s Graduate School of Business (Doshisha Business
School, or DBS) was established in 2004 to develop high-
ly-skilled business leaders and professionals. The program
is designed for people with a certain level of work experi-
ence, and a Master of Business Administration (MBA) is
granted upon completion.

A major feature of DBS is that it has two distinct programs:
Business Studies, which offers classes in Japanese for
persons who are working in Japan, and Global Business and
Management Studies, which offers classes in English mainly
for international students from all over the world.

Students in the Business Studies program are of various
ages and work in a wide range of industries. They have
many opportunities to interact with each other and contin-
ue to do so even after graduation. Classes are offered on
weekday evenings and Saturdays. Classes are also offered
at the Osaka Satellite Campus; the Kyoto and Osaka cam-
puses are both conveniently located.

To date, the Global Business and Management Studies
program has attracted students from 92 countries and
regions, including not only developed countries such as
Europe and the United States, but also Asian and African
countries that will become economic growth centers in the
future. All lectures are given in English. The program is
designed to educate not only international students, but
also Japanese business leaders who wish to sharpen their
English skills and their global business knowledge.

DBS encourages active interaction between the two
programs. No matter which program you belong to, you can
take classes in the other program if you meet certain
requirements. Students may also choose to study abroad
for up to six months at one of our overseas partner
schools.

Based on the founding spirit of “education of conscience”,
Doshisha University was established as Doshisha Eigakko
(Academy) in Meiji period (1875) by Jo Niijima as the first
private university in Japan, and aligning with 150th anniver-
sary in 2025. In 2004, Doshisha University Graduate School
of Business (Doshisha Business School: DBS) was founded to
cultivate core talents for regional and Japanese corpora-
tions, and will be “20 Years Old”.

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This course is designed so that people can learn variety of busi-
ness knowledge while continuing their work. Lectures are held on
weekday evenings and Saturdays at the Imadegawa Main Campus
and the Osaka Satellite Campus (Umeda; weekday evenings).

In addition, various learning facilities are also excellent elements of
DBS, which is supportive for students that balance work and learn-
ing. The Kambaikan building, located on Imadegawa Campus, where
DBS is, has “Business School Library,” “Project Rooms” for group
work, and a “Lounge,” available 24 hours a day, 365 days a year.

In addition, students’ careers and backgrounds are very diverse, so
every day is like cross-industry exchange meetings or mock busi-
ness meetings. Our curriculum is skillfully structured to allow such
diverse students to select subjects and achieve goals according to
their respective demands.

It is also possible to take courses offered in Global Management
Studies course (in English) and include them for completion of cred-
its. A standard completion term is 2 years, but a 3-year course can
also be selected. In addition, in collaboration with Doshisha’ s
Graduate School of Science and Engineering, we have established
the "Doshisha MOT Course," which allows students to obtain two
degrees in three years.
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This course is offered in English completely, from taking all subjects
to the master's thesis. This has attracted ambitious and creative
students from all over the world, regardless of nationality. So far,
we have accepted more than 400 people from 92 countries, and
have provided human talents that can create high value-added in
global business scenes through continuous collaborations and
friendly competition in English. Originally, it was a Global MBA
Course at DBS, established in 2009, and improved and developed as
another independent program in DBS.

In this program, after acquiring basic knowledge about business and
management, the curriculum is designed to deepen applied and
developmental contents required in modern society. The three
pillars are “Sustainability,” “Culture and Creativity,” and “Business
in Asia” . Based on essential knowledge and skills on these, gradu-
ates can act proactively in modern business environment where
these domains are intricately intertwined.

Of course, Japanese people can also participate in this program. As
mentioned earlier, in an environment where students from many
countries gather, they can study under completely different ways of
thinking and cultural backgrounds from Japanese ones, and hence,
it is far more diverse than obtaining an MBA in a foreign country.
They will be able to acquire multi-layered empirical knowledge as
well. It is also possible to take some business courses at Business
Studies (in Japanese). In addition to the curriculum of this major,
there are also opportunities for international students to learn
Japanese on campus.

With this innovative content and learning environment that culti-
vates a global sense, we aim to develop future business leaders
who can effectively face complexed challenges of modern business.
